Equipment:

• Name tags (with student’s first name printed in bold, large 
letters)

• Tables (covered with butcher paper) and chairs for 
students

• Bucket of water for rinsing hands (to avoid clogging sink)
• Copy paper box lids to store the ceramic pieces - two to 

three per classroom (starting on day one)
• Additional items vary by project

Arrival:

• 30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare 
and set up.

Parking:

• One space near the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

• Please have a school representative ready to welcome the 
artist and to stay and help as needed.

Start Time:

• Please prepare to start the program on time.
• Students should be in the workshop space, seated and 

ready to begin at the listed times.
