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PRIOR TO THE PERFORMANCE DAY:

« 10'w x 8d x 12’h minimum.
+ Portable stages must be sturdy and securely lashed, with
steps leading up to the stage.

Surface:

« Freshly mopped (not waxed)

« Irregularities covered with tape
« Extraneous clutter removed.

‘Outdoor Performances:

« Staging area must be shaded, sheltered from wind and away
from distractions.

« A sound system which includes one microphone on a stand
must be provided.

» One microphone on a stand
+ One small table
+ One straight back chair

‘Audience Seating:

« Students should be seated on the floor, if possible.

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

« 15-30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:

+ One space near the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

+ Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.

tart Time:
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+ Please prepare to start the program on time.
« Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin
at the listed times.
