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· A sample of 2nd/3rd grade teachers and students from each school were surveyed. They were invited to partake the surveys based on their grade level and involvement level in the project. In each school, one 2nd/3rd-grade high Music Center participation teacher’s class and one matched 2nd/3rd-grade low Music Center participation teacher’s class were tested for arts learning.
High Music Center participation teachers were those who participated in 2 or more of the following: Summer Institute, Student Modeling Workshops, Teacher In-Service Workshop, Assembly Performances, have used the Artsource® units and employ arts as a strategy for teaching in their classroom; Low Music Center participation teachers were those who participated in none or one of the elements listed above. Students from high Music Center participation classrooms were classified as the experimental group because their teachers had been intensely involved in the project and had employed arts as a teaching strategy in their classroom. Students from low Music Center participation classrooms were used as a control group.
A. Student Assessment
· A total of 117 students completed the Student Assessment. They were approximately evenly distributed between the high Music Center participation (48%) and low Music Center participation groups (52%). The majority of them were in the 3rd grade (69%). The rest were from 2nd grade.
· Part A of the Student Assessment was designed to investigate students’ interest level in core subjects (English Language Arts and Mathematics) and learning in general, confidence in themselves, level of disciplined behavior, willingness to work with others, and interest in learning arts. A total of 22 items were randomly arranged, and students were asked whether they agreed (yes), were uncertain (not sure), or disagreed (no) with each of them.
· In Part A, Item #7 (I dislike school) and #9 (I help other kids in my class) were statistically significant (p<0.01) in an independent-samples t-test, which means that one can say with confidence that high Music Center participation students liked school better and would tend to help other kids in their class more than low Music Center participation students.

· Results showed that Category I (interest level in core subjects), Category III (level of disciplined behavior) and Category IV (willingness to work with others) were statistically significant (p<0.05 for Categories I and III, and p<0.01 for Category IV). This means that one can say with confidence that high Music Center participation students showed more interest in core subjects and learning, behaved better in class, and were more willing to work with others in a group. 

· Both high Music Center participation and low Music Center participation students scored low in Category II (confidence in themselves). 
· In Part B of the Student Assessment, high Music Center participation students were asked to rate their knowledge of the anchor work and art forms (puppetry and theatre) learned this year. A total of 14 items were designed to find out how much arts were integrated into the classroom and how much students felt they had learned.
· Item #2 “I learned how to create a play from the ideas and images of a poem” garnered the most yes responses (84%), followed by Item #5 “We learned how to act, sing, or tell a poem’s story” (82%), and Item #9 “We used art such as painting or cutting to make characters and the background for our play” (82%). 

· Item #8 “I created a “storyboard” for a play” received the most no responses (53%), while Item #11 “I am good at adding details to my storytelling, such as setting, characters, and plots” received the most not sure responses (68%). 
· As for low Music Center participation students, the results in Part B were quite the opposite. The most they had learned were making a mask to act in a silent play (50% yes), and acting, singing, or telling a poem’s story (50% yes). Most items received mostly not sure or no votes.
· The last item in the Student Assessment asked participants to identify the anchor work. All (100%) of the high Music Center participation students were able to get the correct answer. Only 34% of low Music Center participation students were able to identify the correct anchor work. Six-five percent (65%) of them said they did not use an anchor work at all. It should be noted, though, that data obtained from low Music Center participation students were more incidental than significant. 
B. Teacher Survey

· The average number of Music Center professional development activities high Music Center participation teachers (HMCPs) had partaken was seven, while the average for low Music Center participation teachers (LMCPs) was 1.7.
· Participants, both high Music Center participation teachers (HMCPs) and low Music Center participation teachers (LMCPs), were most positive about their school principal’s support of the project, which yielded an average of 4.67 among HMCPs and 5.00 among LMCPs (on a scale from 1 strongly disagree to 5 strongly agree). 
· However, HMCPs’ ratings of the project impact were not overwhelmingly higher than LMCPs’ as expected. Actually, there were two items with which HMCPs disagreed more than LMCPs did. One had to do with their confidence in selecting effective anchor work (mean equals 2.67), and the other was to do with the school’s readiness to design and implement school-wide arts programs on their own (mean equals 2.67).
· There was a significant difference between HMCPs and LMCPs in how familiar they felt they were with the California Visual and Performing Arts Content Standards (VAPA). On the 5-point scale, HMCPs scored an average of 4.33 (between agree and strongly agree), 2.83 higher than LMCPs, whose average was a mere 1.50 (between disagree and strongly disagree).
· On a scale from 1 (strongly disagree) to 5 (strongly agree), participants were asked to rate how much they agreed with two statements that are related to their teaching philosophy on effective integration of arts. All teachers responded very favorably to the arts-infused approach to teaching and learning. The average was 4.67 (between agree and strongly agree) for both HMCPs and LMCPs. None of them agreed that students needed to be taught using more traditional approach (mean equals 1.50 combined).
Summer Institute
A. Teacher Survey

· From July 24 to 28, 2006, the Music Center conducted an Introductory Level Institute for Educators. A total of 27 teacher survey forms were collected at the end of the Institute.

· The majority (85%) of participants taught elementary school grade levels. Sixty-three percent taught grades 2 to 6, and 22% taught K and 1st grades. Only 15% of the participants taught middle school grade levels.

· When asked about their understanding of the California Visual and Performing Arts Standards (VAPA), 78% or most participants believed that they had a good understanding of the VAPA Standards (52% agreed and 26% strongly agreed), and they felt comfortable teaching them in their classroom (56% agreed and 22% strongly agreed).

· All participants were enthusiastic about integrating the arts into their curriculum with 70% identifying themselves as “extremely enthusiastic.”

· Seventy-eight percent (78%) of participants had no prior knowledge of the anchor work approach. 

· When asked which art form they were most interested in integrating into their curriculum, 44% of the participants picked “theatre,” followed by 24% “music” and 24% “visual arts.” 

· However, when asked which art form they were most comfortable and confident teaching, 50% picked “visual arts.”

· When asked how often they used arts integration strategies and techniques in their classroom last school year (2005-2006), one-third of the participants said “often,” and another one-third said “sometimes.
· In the 2005-2006 school year, participants spent the largest block of their teaching time on English Language Arts most (38%), followed by 27% on Mathematics.
· When asked how much time they spent each week integrating arts content in their teaching during the 2005-2006 school year, the majority of participants said they used about 0 – 25% of their teaching time integrating arts content.

· A hundred percent (100%) of the participants agreed that “the activities provided by the Institute were engaging and meaningful,” and that “the Institute presenters and facilitators were highly knowledgeable about their content.”

· As a result of participating in the Institute, all participants felt that they were more confident about “using the arts to illustrate and examine social, historical, and cultural contexts in other subject areas.”
B. Survey with Other Participants

· Twenty-one (21) non-teacher participants completed a separate survey. Most of them were Music Center staff (52%), such as the Program Associates and Artist Fellows. 
· Participants rated their overall impression of the Institute an average of 4.8 (on a scale from 1 to 5). The majority of participants rated their overall impression as “excellent.”
· When asked how useful the Institute was in helping them integrate the arts in their work, participants were very positive in giving an average rating of 4.9 (on a scale from 1 to 5).
· When asked to compare the Institute to other professional development workshop attended before, the majority of participants felt that the Institute was either the best (76%) or better (19%).
· All participants (100%) strongly agreed that the Institute presenters and facilitators were highly knowledgeable about their content.
· Participants in general found the anchor work approach, school team planning, and debriefing sessions very useful.
· When asked if they were clear about the next steps that would take place in the schools as part of this project, 85% or most participants felt that they were clear (40%) or extremely clear (35%).
· Consider setting common measurable objectives in student learning outcomes for all participating schools. As observed in the reconvening meetings, teachers applied what they had learned in various ways. While some tied arts to literacy, some taught arts at the hands-on level. 
· Consider providing schools and artist fellows a brief road map or some kind of one-page graphic representation or summary explaining what the overview or plan for the project is in 2007-08. Schools, teachers, and artists are better served if they understand all components of the project and how they are connected throughout the year at the beginning of the project. 

· Consider designing professional development workshops integrating the “anchor works” model into other specific core curriculum units, such as Language Arts (strengthening the ties).
· Consider involving the teaching artists and Music Center staff more intensively in the design of the IAPs. Several schools not only required this but expected more guidance from the teaching artists.
· Consider expanding artist residencies or classroom modeling to include artist planning time with each teacher prior to the in-class workshops as some artists felt that there should have been more one on one planning.  
· Consider longer term multi-year agreements in the application/screening process for schools, especially when a school has a new principal or when the principal may not be actively involved in the project. Ask for multi-year signed agreements where possible. 
· While a strength of the project is its broadening of schools’ exposure to the Music Center resources, consider giving schools more budget flexibility in configuring and selecting among the various components to better match school needs. 

· One suggestion is to produce a culminating student performance, for example, a play or a dance (depending on the art form(s) chosen by the school) at the end of the year so teachers and students could showcase their artistic creations to parents and the community. This would serve as a grand finale, giving a sense of completion and accomplishment. 

· Consider strengthening and lengthening a component to the project that focuses on how to give an effective presentation of project results. As observed at the reconvening, the quality of school presentations varied widely in terms of content, formats, and sophistication. Also, not all schools felt comfortable in presenting their work.

· Consider making it a requirement that all project schools must present their project results at the final reconvening.
· Consider continuing a shortened version of the administrators’ strand in the Summer Institute (say 2 days instead of 5) and requiring all school teams to have at least 4 teachers participating.
· Consider having Music Center staff, e.g. Program Associates, attend the complete Summer Institute.

· Consider continuing the quarterly principal meetings with participating schools throughout the project year.
· Consider using some of the Summer Institute or follow-up session time in helping the teachers select effective age-appropriate arts anchor works. A few teachers found the poem difficult for lower grades. 

· Consider better aligning Artsource® units with the topic of the Summer Institute. A considerable proportion (40%) of teachers were neutral towards the unit selected this year.
· Consider re-surveying teachers on the appropriateness of the anchor work at the end of the year given the percentage of “disagree” responses (11%) in the post-summer Institute Teacher Survey. 
I. 2006 Summer Institute for Educators (Introductory Level)

From July 24 to 28, 2006, the Music Center conducted an Introductory Level Institute for Educators. The theme was Theatre, Puppetry & Literacy at the Core of Learning. The five-day Institute was led by artist educators Peter Kors (theatre) and Beth Peterson (puppetry) using the poem “On the Pulse of Morning” by Dr. Maya Angelou as the anchor work
.

At the end of the Institute, two surveys were conducted. A Teacher Survey
 was completed by all teacher participants. Non-teacher participants (school principals, artist fellows, Music Center staff, and guests) completed a different survey
.
A. Teacher Survey Results

A total of 27 teacher survey forms were collected. The majority (85%) of participants taught elementary school grade levels. Sixty-three percent taught grades 2 to 6, and 22% taught K and 1st grades. Only 15% of the participants taught middle school grade levels. For details, see Chart 1 below:

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When asked to rate their degree of agreement with a number of statements about different elements of the Institute, 100% (93% of them strongly agreed) of the participants agreed that “the activities provided by the Institute were engaging and meaningful,” and that “the Institute presenters and facilitators were highly knowledgeable about their content.” The only statement that received disagreement (11%) was “the anchor work chosen for this Institute is appropriate for the grade level(s) I teach.” All the “disagree” votes came from elementary school teachers. This raises the question of how the anchor work was chosen in relationship to the grade levels taught by the participating teachers. For detailed results, see Chart 12 below:

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Summary of Verbatim Responses

Participants’ comments were positive and encouraging overall. All of them felt that their expectations had been met or exceeded. However, the biggest challenge for them to integrate arts into their curriculum was the lack of time for preparation.
When asked which theatre skill they would most likely use in the classroom, the top choice was “walk/freeze,” followed by “mask.” When asked about puppetry skill, participants chose “pizza box” and “shadow box” as the two skills that they would most likely use in their classroom. 
When participants were asked what the most important thing they had learned from the Summer Institute was, common responses include: 1) connecting/incorporating arts to other content areas; 2) not being afraid to use more arts in class; 3) creativity; 4) cooperation, collaboration and participation, and 5) using anchor work. 
There were a lot of things that the participants liked best about the Summer Institute. The two things that stood out were the instructors and the collaboration. Participants found the instructors supportive, caring, and patient. They also liked the camaraderie formed—how they all got to spend time with each other, worked together, and performed together in a non-threatening environment provided by the Institute.
When asked what they liked least, the participants in most cases said that they needed more time for preparation, performance, interaction with other teachers, and exploration of the words and the complex ideas of the anchor work. They, on one hand, enjoyed the variety of activities provided by the Institute, but on the other hand, they felt the schedule was too “jam-packed.”
B. Results of Survey for School Principals, Artist Fellows, Music Center Staff, and Guests (Non-Teacher Participants)
Twenty-one (21) non-teacher participants completed a separate survey. In this section of the report, “participants” refers to non-teachers participants only.  

Most of them were Music Center staff (52%). The participants’ average years of working experience at their current job was 14.3 years. See Chart 14 below:

When asked what they liked best about the Institute, non-teaching participants in general expressed their appreciation of the team spirit built among everyone involved—Music Center staff, administrators, artists, and teachers. They also liked the growth they witnessed of participating teachers from being a shy group to willing to come out of their comfort zone and express their creativity. 
When asked what they liked least about the Institute, several participants mentioned the need for more clarity in the schedule and tasks, and more guidance in the use of the anchor work. A couple of Music Center staff also felt that they would like to have attended the whole Institute instead of parts of the days. 
Overall participants felt that the Institute had helped them acquire or extend their arts content knowledge in both theatre and puppetry arts. Some of them suggested more clarity was needed in post-Institute tasks/goals.
II. Knowledge Rating Scale
The Music Center designed a self-assessed instrument, “Knowledge Rating Scale,” which was administered with participating teachers before and after the Summer Institute. The instrument contained 74 vocabulary items related to the Institute’s topic and art forms. Participating teachers were asked to rate how well they knew each of those items by choosing “no clue,” “have heard/seen it,” or “know it well.” The vocabulary in the instrument included terms and names like “anchor work,” “Maya Angelou,” and “pizza box toy theatre.”

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As seen in Chart 21 above, words of which participants had no clue dropped from an average of 13.6 before the Institute to 3 after the Institute. Words that they had heard/seen also dropped, from an average of 33.7 pre-Institute to 20.3 post-Institute. The degree of knowledge of the 74 vocabulary items increased by 108% from average of 24.4 words to 50.4 words
. Clearly, the participating teachers had a much improved grasp of the technical terms and concepts typically used in relationship to the anchor work and the specific art form.
III. Year-End Surveys 
After the Summer Institute, four schools continued participating in the next level of the project—Artist/Teacher Partnerships. This level of the project consisted of Institute follow-up with teaching artists: school-wide professional development workshops, team consultation/observation site visits, student modeling workshops, as well as assembly performances and Artsource® curriculum units.

Evaluation Design and Methodology

In May 2007, the evaluation team designed a Teacher Survey and a Student Assessment that focused on finding out student learning outcomes as a result of the project. 
A sample of teachers and students from each school were surveyed. They were invited to partake the surveys based on their grade level and involvement level in the project. In each school, one 2nd/3rd-grade high Music Center participation class and one matched 2nd/3rd-grade low Music Center participation class were invited. The third grade was chosen due to the fact that each school had at least one participating teacher who taught that grade level. 
High Music Center participation teachers were those who participated in 2 or more of the following: Summer Institute, Student Modeling Workshops, Teacher In-Service Workshop, Assembly Performances, have used the Artsource® units and employ arts as a strategy for teaching in their classroom; Low Music Center participation teachers were those who participated in none or one of the elements listed above. Students from high Music Center participation classrooms were classified as the experimental group because their teachers had been intensely involved in the project and had employed arts as a teaching strategy in their classroom. Students from low Music Center participation classrooms were used as a control group. Diagram 1 below illustrates the evaluation design in graphical representation.

A Teacher Survey and a Student Assessment
 were conducted with both the experimental and control groups. The response rate was 75%. Even though the evaluation team was able to secure all four school principals’ permission to survey their teachers and students, one school withdrew from the project around the same time the surveys were conducted, therefore, that particular school did not return any surveys to the evaluation team. 
A. Teacher Survey Results
All the participating teachers taught multiple subjects. They were asked how involved they had been in the project. A total of ten different activities were listed in the survey (see Appendix B). The average number of activities high Music Center participation teachers (HMCPs) had partaken was seven, while the average for low Music Center participation teachers  (LMCPs) was 1.7 (see Chart 22 below). Only one teacher (low Music Center participation) had never been involved in the project at all. The activities the low Music Center participation teachers partook were student modeling workshops, teacher in-service workshop and assembly performances.

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The Teacher Survey asked questions concerning the impact of the project on: 1) teachers, school administration and school as a whole, 2) on students. Participants were also asked about their teaching philosophy on effective integration of arts. There was an open-ended item at the end of the survey that participants were asked to share a successful story involving student learning as a result of the project.

Participants, both HMCPs and LMCPs, were most positive about their school principal’s support of the project, which yielded an average of 4.67 among HMCPs and 5.00 among LMCPs. However, HMCPs’ ratings of the project impact were not overwhelmingly higher than LMCPs’ as expected. Actually, there were two items with which HMCPs disagreed more than LMCPs did. One was to do with their confidence in selecting effective anchor work (mean equals 2.67), and the other was to do with the school’s readiness to design and implement school-wide arts programs on their own (mean equals 2.67). Apparently, some project participants felt that neither the school nor teachers were ready to be on their own in integrating arts into the school. This could be explained by the fact that the project has only been in place for one single year, and therefore, teachers felt the need for more assistance and guidance from the Music Center. The reason why low Music Center participation teachers felt much more confidence in that area probably had to do with their minimal involvement in and integration of arts. As a result, they did not see it as much as a challenge as high Music Center participation teachers felt.
Although HMCPs’ responses to the impact of the project were more on the neutral side, with averages less than 4.00 (agree), there was a significant difference between HMCPs and LMCPs in how familiar they felt they were with the California Visual and Performing Arts Standards (VAPA). On the 5-point scale, HMCPs scored an average of 4.33 (between agree and strongly agree), 2.83 higher than LMCPs, whose average was a mere1.50 (between disagree and strongly disagree). This shows that without Music Center’s professional development in the arts, it is unlikely that LMCPs would get familiar with VAPA on their own, and therefore, the chance that they would integrate arts into their regular curriculum remains slim. This underscores the critical role the Music Center played in improving the knowledge base of the participating teaches.
Students’ Transformation and Growth
On a scale from 1 (none of my students) to 5 (all students), teachers rated the project impact on their students. The results are as follows:

Most participants’ responses, both HMCPs’ and LMCPs’, fell between 3.00 (some students) and 4.00 (most students). However, the differences between the two groups were too small to come to any conclusion at this point of the project. The numbers show that the two groups of students were virtually the same as perceived by their teachers. It is encouraging to see that, however, teachers responded favorably to all items. This indicates positive impact on all students in the participating schools regardless of their teachers’ degree of involvement. 

Teachers’ Teaching Philosophy on Effective Integration of Arts

On a scale from 1 (strongly disagree) to 5 (strongly agree), participants were asked to rate how much they agreed with two statements that are related to their teaching philosophy on effective integration of arts. The results are as follows:

All teachers responded very favorably to the arts-infused approach to teaching and learning. The average was 4.67 (between agree and strongly agree) for both HMCPs and LMCPs. None of them agreed that students needed to be taught using more traditional approach (mean equals 1.50 combined). Once again, it is encouraging to see that low Music Center participation teachers were very receptive to the art-infused approach even though they were only involved in one or two activities this year. 
Successful Stories 

Participants were asked to share a successful story involving student learning this year as a result of integrating arts into the curriculum. Overall, students were excited about learning the arts and developed team spirit from working with and helping one another:

My students were very excited about learning.  Every single child was engaged in group activities.  Integrating art made my curriculum more meaningful to my students. 
The students have become more supportive of one another. They encourage one another to try and do their best. They are more willing to help each other learn.

One teacher shared the story of how a student with learning problems in literacy improved his language and reading skills as a result of the project:

My most successful story probably regards David. He is very slow, young, immature and talks incessantly but the language is all messed up. Students were required to memorize at least one stanza from the rock section. He chose “I will give you no hiding place down here.” The words were all jumbled up and out of order and made no sense. He has since memorized most of the entire poem correctly. His reading has greatly improved also as a result of learning (memorizing) good correct language.
B. Student Assessment Results
A total of 117 students completed the Student Assessment. They were fairly evenly distributed between the high Music Center participation (48%) and low Music Center participation groups (52%). The majority of them were in the 3rd grade (69%). Since one school did not have any high Music Center participation teacher in the 3rd grade, two 2nd grade teachers and their students participated in the surveys (31%). For details of student distribution by grade and involvement level, see Chart 22 below:

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Part A of the Student Assessment
 was designed to investigate students’ interest level in core subjects (English Language Arts and Mathematics) and learning in general, confidence in themselves, level of disciplined behavior, willingness to work with others, and interest in learning arts. A total of 22 items were randomly arranged, and students were asked whether they agreed (yes), were uncertain (not sure), or disagreed (no) with each of them. To every positive response, a score of 2 was assigned. A score of 1 was assigned to every uncertain response, and a score of zero was assigned to a negative response. For items that contained positive connotations, like item #1 I am a good kid, a yes response would yield a score of 2, but for items that contained negative connotations, like item #7 I dislike school, a yes response would yield a score of zero. Therefore, the closer the score is to 2, the better attitudes students had towards school and learning.

Out of the 22 items, high Music Center participation students scored higher than low Music Center participation students in 19 of them. The 3 items, #2, #18 and #20 (see items in red in Table 6), that low Music Center participation students scored higher all had to do with students’ self-confidence. However, only #7 (I dislike school) and #9 (I help other kids in my class) were statistically significant (p<0.01) in an independent-samples t-test, which means that one can say with confidence that high Music Center participation students liked school better and would tend to help other kids in their class more than low Music Center participation students.

To further analyze the results, the 22 individual items were grouped into 5 major categories: I. students’ interest level in core subjects and learning in general, II. confidence in themselves, III. level of disciplined behavior, IV. willingness to work with others, and, V. interest in learning arts. High Music Center participation students scored better than low Music Center participation students in all 5 categories. An independent-samples t-test was performed on all 5 mean differences. The results showed that Category I (interest level in core subjects), Category III (level of disciplined behavior) and Category IV (willingness to work with others) were statistically significant (p<0.05 for Categories I and III, and p<0.01 for Category IV). This means that one can say with confidence that high Music Center participation students showed more interest in core subjects and learning, behaved better in class, and were more willing to work with others in a group. 
In order to compare the 5 categories, their mean scores have been normalized to a 100-point scale. As seen in Chart 23, students’ interest in learning arts scored the highest among the 5 categories in both high Music Center participation and low Music Center participation groups. This indicates that overall students were very much interested in learning the arts. As the project moves forward to involve the school on a large scale, students’ reception to arts is anticipated to be encouragingly positive, as high Music Center participation students scored an average over 90% in this area.

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Another important finding is the difference between the two groups of students in their willingness to work with others. High Music Center participation students scored significantly above low Music Center participation students by 12.5 points out of 100, making this the biggest difference between the two groups. This indicates that integrating arts is conducive to building team work and spirit. This finding resonates with teacher participants’ comments on attending the Summer Institute, how they liked the group work, camaraderie, and support from the instructors and one another. 
One area that calls for more attention is the area of self-confidence. The results indicate that students in general did not feel comfortable performing in front of the whole class. 
In Part B of the Student Assessment, students were asked to rate their knowledge in the anchor work and art forms (puppetry and theatre) learned this year. A total of 14 items were designed to find out how much arts were integrated into the classroom and how much students felt they had learned. The results of high Music Center participation students of the first 13 items are showed below in Chart 24.

Item #2 “I learned how to create a play from the ideas and images of a poem” garnered most yes responses (84%), followed by Item #5 “We learned how to act, sing, or tell a poem’s story” (82%), and Item #9 “We used art such as painting or cutting to make characters and the background for our play” (82%). 

Item #8 “I created a “storyboard” for a play” received most no responses (53%), while Item #11 “I am good at adding details to my storytelling, such as setting, characters, and plots” received most not sure responses (68%). 
Based on the results in Part B, high Music Center participation teachers did use the anchor work, “On the Pulse of Morning” extensively as most students said they had learned to create a play from a poem, and to act, sing, and tell a poem’s story. However, the results also show that students were not good at adding details to their artwork and storytelling.

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As for low Music Center participation students, the results in Part B were quite the opposite. The most they had learned were making a mask to act in a silent play (50% yes), and acting, singing, or telling a poem’s story (50% yes). Most items received mostly not sure or no votes(Chart 25 above).

The last item in the Student Assessment asked participants to identify the anchor work. All (100%) of the high Music Center participation students were able to get the correct answer. Only 34% of low Music Center participation students were able to identify the correct anchor work. Six-five percent (65%) of them said they did not use an anchor work at all.
